A Special Visitor in Ramat Negev  
German Chancellor Angela Merkel visited Kibbutz Sde Boker, escorted by Israel's president, 

Shimon Peres. She was warmly received by Mayor Shmulik Rifman and the members of the 

kibbutz, who were surprised by the chancellor's desire to know more and more facts about 

kibbutz life and gladly answered all her questions. "It was a very exciting moment and the 

interest she showed was remarkable," said Mayor Rifman. 

During the meeting Mrs. Merkel explained, "The relations between Israel and Germany are 

not to be taken for granted; yet due to the warm sentiments between the people of both 

nations a strong friendship exists. We know of the threats against Israel during her 60 years 

of existence and we want to contribute 

to bringing a solution to the conflict and 

establishing two states for two peoples."

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Ramat Negev Youth Mission to Poland 
Last month a Ramat Negev youth delegation departed for a "roots journey" to Poland. 34 

teens from the region took part in the trip, during which they visited extermination camps in 

the cities and small towns where Jews had lived before the Holocaust and from which they 

were deported to the camps.  

This year, as in years past, the teens devoted half a day to an encounter with Polish youth 

from the city of Plonsk, where David Ben-Gurion was born. Due to this common denominator, 

Ramat Negev and Plonsk decided to sign a "twin towns" agreement several years ago.   

During the visit the Ramat Negev teens, together with their Polish peers, heard the testimony 

of a resident of Plonsk who, as a young boy during WWII, vividly remembers living alongside 

the town's Jews and, of course, recalls their fateful deportation from Plonsk to Treblinka. 

Both groups conducted ceremonies in Plonsk, one in the yard of the house where Ben-Gurion 

was born. There they read some of his writings about Zionism and settlement in the Negev. 

The second ceremony was held in the Jewish cemetery, which had been destroyed. Today a 

new tombstone is standing, built by the present mayor in memory of the Jews of Plonsk who 

were murdered during the Holocaust. 

 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 

Birthright Mission from Colorado cleaned up Hamachtesh Hagadol (the 

Big Crater)  
On January 2nd, 2008 a Hillel delegation from universities in Colorado traveled to Hamachtesh 

Hagadol and helped clean it up. The Big Crater was recently declared a nature reserve as part 

of the "Crater Lands" project, the majority of which falls in the jurisdiction of the Ramat 

Negev Regional Council. The declaration marked the end of a long process in which the 

regional council, together with the Nature & Parks Authority, pushed the relevant authorities 

to turn the Big Crater into a nature reserve, adding it to the 1.5 million acres already defined 

as such.   
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Ramat Negev Aids the Children of "Otef Aza" (the Gaza outskirts 

settlements) 
Due to the untenable security situation in the outskirts of Gaza, the youth department of the 

Ramat Negev Regional Council decided to "adopt" the children of the Eshkol Regional Council 

and to host them in our region. 

 
"Thank you very much, once again. You have no idea how overjoyed the kids and their 

parents were about the visit." These words were written by the Eshkol region's education 

coordinators to Eyal Mor-Yosef, youth coordinator of Ramat Negev. After weeks of suffering 

daily bombardments of kassam rockets, the Eshkol kids were invited for a day of fun and 

relaxation in Ramat Negev. 

 

Following severe aggravation of the security threats to the Otef Aza settlements, with the 

Eshkol region's elementary school coming within range of the missiles (one fell near the 

school library), the Ramat Negev Community Center's children and youth department 

volunteered to help them. Eyal Mor-Yosef contacted his counterparts at the Eshkol Regional 

Council, and within a very short time, communities from the two regions were paired up, with 

Ramat Negev residents offering to help in any and every way possible. The visiting children, 

who are not allowed to play outdoors any time they feel like it, were able to do so freely and 

happily in Ramat Hanegev. Wonderful ties were forged between people of the two regions.  

 

At first, contacts were mediated by the Council's youth department, but today the 

relationships take place directly between the community pairs, and home hospitality in Ramat 

Negev is initiated independently by each one. For example, the children of Kfar Aza have 

already been hosted twice by Kibbutz Mashabei Sadeh, and the youngsters of Re'im have 

ongoing ties with Kibbutz Revivim. The hospitality costs are covered by the hosting 

community, while the youth department lends support by providing ideas for many varied and 

enjoyable activities.  

 
 

Preparing Ourselves for Emergency Security Situations  
In recent days the government of Israel operated a nationwide exercise simulating a home 

front emergency involving civilians. The Ramat Negev Regional Council, which mobilized for 

this exercise, operated all its emergency teams, departments and services. The exercise was 

a success and earned the Council high marks from the newly established National Emergency 

Authority, which is responsible for coordinating all aspects of home front security.
